We know what to do



“Safe Systems” has difficulty with vulnerable road users
Response - NOT more effort, but LESS (uncertainty, confronting solutions)

Australia equals OECD
median for pedestrians
BUT
it’s much lower for
“all road deaths”

= = = OECD Median

Why not aim higher

- lceland = 0.06
Holland = 0.13
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Pedestrian deaths per 10,000 registered motor vehicles, OECD Countries, 2001
